SEL AND BULLYING

What Does the Research Say About SEL and Bullying?

Research clearly indicates that bullying cannot flourish in a safe and caring learning 
environment characterized by:

ÅSupportive relationships between teachers and students and among students that 
encourage open communication and positive ways to resolve problems and 
conflicts.

ÅGood working relationships between schools and families that foster two-way 
communication about student growth and development.

ÅSchool norms, values, and policies that emphasize respect for others and 
appreciation of differences.

ÅStudents who are aware of and can manage their emotions, demonstrate caring and 
concern for others, establish positive relationships, make responsible decisions, and 
handle challenging social situations constructively.

INITIAL EIGHT ACES

ÅSubstance abuse in the home.

ÅParental separation or divorce.

ÅMental illness in the home.

ÅWitnessing domestic violence.

ÅSuicidal household member.

ÅDeath of a parent or another loved one.

ÅParental incarceration.

ÅExperience of abuse (psychological, physical, or 
sexual) or neglect (emotional or physical)

The Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) Study, 1998



THE IMPACT OF TRAUMA

ÅIndividuals who had faced 4 or more ACEs were twice as likely to be 

diagnosed with cancer as individuals who hadnõt experienced childhood 

adversity.

ÅFor each ACE Score a woman had, her risk of being hospitalized with an 

autoimmune disease rose by 20 percent.

ÅSomeone with an ACE Score of 4 was 460 percent more likely to suffer 

from depression than someone with an ACE Score of 0.

ÅAn ACE Score greater than or equal to 6 shortened an individualõs lifespan 

by almost 20 years.
